You have probably noticed that we often mention specific
saints in our last petition of the prayers of the church during
worship. Someone mentioned to me that we are not always
familiar with who these people were or what callings they re-
ceived from God. So, I thought I would go over a few of these
saints that we will be mentioning during the month of October.
The information provided can be found in the book, Sundays
and Seasons year B- 2018.
October 7" — Henry Melchior Muhlenberg - date of death 1787
Muhlenberg was a pastor in North America and one of the big
names of early American Lutheranism. I know him from his
image that adorned the chapel window at the Lutheran
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Seminary in Gettysburg, my alma mater. Muhlenberg established the first
North American Synod and developed an American Liturgy that we in some
ways still use to this day.

October 15 — Luke, Evangelist. Luke is thought to be the writer of both Luke
and the Acts of the Apostles in the New Testament. He is believed to have
been a physician, which is why many congregations hold healing services on
his remembrance day. Luke’s Gospel speaks of the social ramifications of
the coming of Christ. He is the writer who blesses us with beautiful parables
like the prodigal son and the lost sheep. He speaks of the poor and vulnera-
ble more than any of the other gospel writers. He also gives us great music, as
in Mary’s Magnificat.

October 23- James of Jerusalem. In the New Testament, James is described
as the brother of Jesus. He was one of the leaders of the early church. Tradi-
tion says that he was martyred around the year 62.

October 29 — Simon and Jude Apostles — A day set aside to remember two of
the Disciples of Christ. Tradition says that after the resurrection they traveled
as missionaries to Persia where they were both martyred.

There will be other Saints mentioned in our prayers during October. It is in-
teresting to find out just who these people where and what they did in God’s
name. If you come across someone you want to know more about, let me
know, I would enjoy talking about the saints with you.
